OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:11 PM.  Members in attendance were Melissa Butler, Rhonda Wilson, Tanya Major, Susan Gattis and Geraldine Mack.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 15-15 – Melissa Butler made a motion for the agenda to be accepted.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the September 2, 2015 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 15-16 – Susan Gattis made a motion to accept the September 2, 2015 Special Session minutes.  Geraldine Mack seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the September financial report and activity budget, dated September 1-30, 2015 submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 15-17 – Melissa Butler made a motion to accept the September financial report and activity budget.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  
A. State ACT Rankings:  Mr. Smallwood reviewed the State ACT rankings for the March 2015 exam.  EHS ranks 17th in the State of Kentucky.  
B. WKU Honors Luncheon:  Mr. Smallwood discussed the requirements seniors must meet in order to be invited to the luncheon.  Students must score a 31 ACT/1360 SAT and have a minimum 3.8 unweighted GPA; or 28 ACT/1250 SAT and a minimum 3.8 unweighted GPA; or be a National Merit or National Achievement Semifinalist; or Kentucky Governor’s Scholar.  Several of students met more than one of these criteria.

A. School Report Card Data:  Mr. Smallwood gave the Council a detailed list of the School Report Card and informed the Council that EHS is ranked 20th in the State. 
B. 2014-2015 Retention Report: Mr. Smallwood reviewed the retention data with the Council.  We had 21 students retained last school year.  It was discussed that one of the advantages to us going to year-long classes is that it will give our students a better opportunity to earn the grades required to pass their classes and avoid retention.

D. Facility Update: Mr. Smallwood shared the facility update plan with the Council.  Painting has already begun in the gym and the new graphics will be applied in the gym lobby after painting is finished.
