Approval of Lakewood elementary  KONA ICE FUNDRAISER TO BE HELD THROUGHOUT THE  YEAR.
FACTS:

LAKEWOOD ELEMENTARY PTT is seeking permission from the Board to host Kona Ice fundraiser events throughout the 2015-16 school year as scheduled by school administration.  The proposed fundraiser will be used by the PTT for the following reasons:

a. Decrease costs of field trips for grade levels.
b. Purchase supplies for teachers on an as-needed basis.

c. Make improvements to school playground

All students will be invited to participate in this fundraiser held at the school.  Participation will be voluntary and there will be no penalty for not participating.  Additionally, all students will receive a Kona Ice treat (No student will be denied a shaved ice treat based on income).  The Kona Ice treats meet all federal Smart Snack guidelines and are served at least one hour after student lunch times.
Per new Redbook policies enacted on July 1, 2013, all parent organizations are now considered booster clubs that must follow the booster club regulations of the Redbook.  One regulation is the approval of school wide fundraisers by the Board of Education.  Attached to this decision paper is an F-SA-2A form required per the Redbook for the fundraisers. The planned fall festival will be held on September 25, 2015.
