CLIMATE/STUDENT SERVICES COMMITTEE report was presented by Ms. Reesor.  Crumb Rubber was delivered and spread in November/December.  The work on the grant has been finalized.  Drug Awareness Week was Oct. 22 – 26.  Dinky the Magician presented an assembly to coincide.  CATS/KCCT awards were presented to students on Nov. 13.  A Christmas staff party was held on Friday, Dec. 7.  Secret Pals were revealed at a staff party on Wednesday, Dec. 12.  Classrooms have adopted a bus driver.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

OTHER BUSINESS

Staff concerns were presented by Ms. Kirkwood as follows:

· We still need more keys to the building.  They should be coming soon.

· We now have doorknobs on faculty restrooms.  Teachers would like to access the bathrooms without using a key.  Mr. Coffey is going to check if anything can be worked out.

· Some painting and baseboards need to be finished.  Can we use semi-gloss next time it is painted?  Not right now, but when they are painted.  Dryall is causing maintenance problems.

· Parent drop-off and bus drop-off times need to be stressed again.  Students are arriving too early.  Other elementary schools post signs and do not allow students in until 7:10.  Mr. Coffey is going to call parents who habitually drop students early.

· Emergency/evacuation plans need to be updated.  Parents and bus drivers need to be updated on procedures.  Plan needs to be posted on our website.  Mr. Coffey will contact Eric Vowels to come out to evaluate and set up a plan.

· Grades have been changed after parent complaints.  Grades should reflect student work.  Students should be held responsible.  However, better communication between teacher and parent should be implemented as problems arise.
