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In January, the PAC hosted 5 events including our season event production of ANASE: The Mischievous Spider, part of the “Lift Every Voice” celebration and Martin Luther King, Jr. holiday. Over 2100 students from Hardin and LaRue County, Montessori and Home Schools were in attendance.

 55 North Hardin Wind Symphony band members performed before a public audience of over 130. 28 cast and crew from John Hardin High School Drama presented The Crucible to a student audience of 650 and a public audience of 125.  

On January 26, the Fourth District “All-District” Band concert was held at the PAC. 

84 students from John, Central and North Hardin High Schools participated. 

68 Symphonic and 93 Concert Band members from 14 counties performed in front of an audience of 450.

Youth Theatre of Hardin County held the first of three workshops in preparation for their summer production of Beauty and the Beast. 65 students in grades 6 – 12 who live in Hardin County attended the workshop.
