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MINUTES


December 14, 2015
The TES Site Based Committee was called to order by Committee Chair, Steven Rucker at 5:15 pm.  Board Members Present:  Jessmine Catlett, Ericka Pope, Stacy Hieb, Steven Rucker, Crystal Little, Brandie Kinzel, April Roberts.  Guests present:  Beth Hodgens, Rick Vincent, Connie Bowman, SBDM Secretary.  No additions or corrections were made to the agenda.  The minutes of the Oct. 26 & Nov. 16 meeting were presented and were approved.

Mr. Rucker shared in his Good New Report that the Sharpen the Saw Event for teachers at Scholastic Book Sale was a success.  Ms. Little provided $100 in Scholastic Bucks per teacher to buy books for their classrooms.  Afterward, teachers were treated to a Hot Fudge Cake at Fisher’s Big Boy Restaurant.  This was a great opportunity for all teachers to increase their classroom libraries.
Ms. Hodgens shared the data available from the Map Testing.  We are almost finished with Map Testing.  The 4 labs worked well again for making sure we got our students tested in a faster, more efficient way.  It was reported that although we have a ways to go in improving our scores, we are definitely heading in the right direction with the gains we are seeing already.  Much credit was given to teachers for their hard work and diligence this year in making gains.

Ms. Kinzel & Ms. Hieb presented a new form to communicate Student Achievement to parents.  The form has a place for DRA & MAP scores and explains what the test is, what the norms are, etc. so that parents can easily understand the information.
Mr. Rucker shared that our next FLIP Night (Family Learning is Powerful) will be held tomorrow night, Dec. 15th beginning at 5:30 pm.  The following activities will be available to all students:  Engage NY, Greek Heroes in Action, Cultures Around the World, Cookie and Pictures with Santa, Accelerated Reading, Lexia and Dreambox, Christmas Around the World, Santa Shop, Kindergarten Registration, Literacy Benchmarks.  Pizza will also be served in the gym and a drawing for vouchers will be given.
The Treasurer’s Report was presented.  There is $1200 left from the Needs Assessment.  We will be using the remainder of the funds to purchase a set of Whisper Phones, additional headphones and mice.

The board suggested a reminder be sent out that classroom funds should be spent by the end of February.    
The CSIP Revisions were presented.  The final revisions are due Jan. 2.  A motion was made to adopt the revisions as presented by Stacy Hieb, seconded by April Roberts, motion passed.
The Policy Reviews were tabled for the January meeting.

A motion was made to enter in to Executive Session by Hieb/Little to discuss the hiring of the Math Instructional Assistant at 5:41 pm.  The committee entered back in to Open Session.  Ms. Kinzel made a motion to accept the recommendation made during Executive Session, seconded by Ms. Little.  The instructional assistant will begin Jan. 5th.
