    SEEK Shortfall
Was informed last week that Spencer County will have $45 thousand cut from the last quarter SEEK payment from the state due to the shortfall.  Projections of ECE students across the state were low which resulted in the reduction of the entire state budget adversely impacting all school districts.  Considering last quarter revenue projections from the state was approximately $160 million, state oranizations remain hopeful that additional funds will be placed in the education budget, but past experience suggests that we shouldn’t rely on it.
