Amend School Calendar for the 2007-2008 School Year

FACTS:  

Because of inclement weather the Hardin County School district has missed four days of school.  Under the approved calendar the make up days are as follows: May 21, May 22, May 23, and May 27.  May 27, 2008 is the day after Memorial Day weekend and many families will be on extended vacations during that time.  March 7, 2008 was placed in the calendar as a day for school to be dismissed.  The calendar for 2007-2008 did not include a two- week fall break or a two-week spring break, rather taking days and building them into the calendar to give longer weekends.  Spring break, being only one week, was to be kept intact and not used for snow make up days.  The CATS test will start April 21 and continue through May 2.  By amending the calendar to use March 7 as the fourth make up day, rather than May 27, the students will have an extra day of instruction before the testing window.  If more days are missed because of inclement weather, May 27, 2008 will then be used as the fifth make-up day for instruction.

RECOMMENDATION:

I recommend that the Hardin County Board of Education amend the 2007-2008 school calendar to allow March 7, 2008 to be used as the fourth make up day for instruction rather than using May 27 as originally approved on the calendar.
