SUBJECT:
Declare An Emergency and Approve an Emergency BG1 For Repairs

ISSUE

As a result of storm damage on 2/6/08, it is necessary for the Board of Education to declare an emergency and approve an emergency BG-1 form for repairs.

FACTS

A recent storm on 2/6/08 left a destructive path in Hardin County.  Some of our facilities and equipment at Central Hardin, Building and Grounds, Food Service, G.C. Burkhead and Lakewood has sustained damage.  Provisions in Kentucky Administrative Regulations allow an emergency to exist if it relates to building damages or emergency repairs.  Specifically, if there is a delay in competitive procedures, this delay in timely repairs may cause harm to the public.   The Board needs to notify the Division of Facilities to request approval to proceed with the plans for repair for corrective action and submit an emergency BG1.   The BG1 is an estimate of cost at this point since we are still in the process of obtaining a report of damages and projected cost for repairs.

RECOMMENDATION
The board should declare an emergency for repair and replacement of multiple buildings and structures damaged by the storm and authorize an emergency BG-1. 

RECOMMENDED MOTION


I move that the Hardin County Board of Education declare an emergency for repair and replacement of multiple buildings and structures damaged by the 2/6/2008 storm and authorize an emergency BG-1.
