Consideration and approval of a Resolution authorizing the issuance of the Hardin County School District Finance Corporation School Building Refunding Revenue Bonds Series 2016, advertising for sale of bonds and approving all other documents in connection with the sale and issuance of bonds  

Order #10538 - Motion Passed:  Approval of a Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Hardin County School District Finance Corporation, providing for the issuance of $25,770,000 principal amount (subject to a permitted increase or decrease of $2,575,000) of school building refunding revenue bonds, series of 2016, dated approximately March 22, 2016 (the refunding bonds) in accordance with sections 162.120 through 162.300, 162.385 and 58.180 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes, for the purpose of retiring prior to their respective maturities certain of the outstanding Hardin County School District Finance Corporation School Building Revenue Bonds, Series of 2008, dated July 8, 2008 (the prior issue) through the deposit and investment in escrow of the net proceeds of the refunding bonds; providing for the payment of principal of and interest on certain bonds of said prior issue by redemption in advance of maturity, providing for the creation of certain funds to effect the defeasement of the rights of the owners of certain of the bonds of the prior issue and the transfers of certain amounts into certain funds; providing for the payment of said refunding bonds and the interest thereon, providing for the rights of the registered owners of said refunding bonds and the enforcement thereof, and providing for an advertised public competitive sale of said refunding bonds passed with a motion by Ms. Suzanne Broadwater and a second by Mr. Mike Kinney.
