WHEREAS, the Board owns the property at _1060 Bloomfield Road in Nelson County, Kentucky, and 

WHEREAS, the NCATC program is in need of certain facilities for use in the program, and 

WHEREAS, the Board at the present time is unable to supply the funds for said facilities, and 

WHEREAS, the External Partner is willing to provide the following for the construction of such facilities, and donate same to the Board (please check the items to be provided);

NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing, the parties covenant and agree as follows: 

1. The Board will prepare necessary documents and submit same for the approval of a BG-1 construction application and other necessary approval from various state agencies as may be required for the construction contemplated by the parties. 

2. The Board will provide, at its expense, architectural services for the purpose of obtaining an approvable set of completed plans and specifications for such structures as the parties may agree to construct, and shall submit such plans and specifications for approval from the Kentucky Department of Education and the Department of Housing, Buildings, and Construction or as noted otherwise here in after. 

3. The Board will further provide at its expense architectural services to oversee the construction project. Architectural services will further be provided for the purpose of reporting to the board that the contemplated project will be constructed in substantial compliance with the plans and specifications as approved. 

4. The External Partner will not begin work until the plans and specifications have been approved by the aforementioned state agencies and the Board has authorized the project to begin after the External Partner has shown the Board adequate resources (both monetary and donated materials) to accomplish said construction without financial liability to the Board. 

5. The External Partner, while utilizing Board-owned property, shall operate within Board approved policies for securing resources and conducting themselves on the site. 

6. The External Partner will complete the structure in accordance with the approved plans and specifications. Licensed tradesman shall be used for all work such as electrical, plumbing and mechanical work as required by Kentucky Building Code.
7. The structure will be completed and certified for occupancy no later than August 1st, 2016. 

8. The local board shall provide insurance coverage for those members of the External Partners while they are working at the site to include; general liability, workman’s compensation and builder’s risk. (In no instance shall uninsured persons work on the school sites)
9. Upon completion of the structure as contemplated herein, the External Partner will release all claims of ownership and title to the structure will vest in the Board. The Board shall have complete control of the structure.
