VII. OLD BUSINESS:

Motion passed unanimously.

2. Continue Mission Statement:  The council reviewed the Mission Statement, Core Values, and Vision Statement.   Mr. Floyd made a motion for the Mission and Vision Statements and the Core Values to be accepted as read.  Ms. Hatcher seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
