Learning Environment, Academic and Efficiency Component reports were presented by Ms. Jarvis.  The second quarter Math Wall of Fame participants have been posted.  Most teachers have been participating.  Classroom quarterly compliance updates have been submitted.  Some improvements need to be made, however part of the discrepancies are just due to clarification problems.  There are a lot more strategies being used for Thoughtful Ed.  We have no ESL students, therefore teachers should reply with an N/A on all ESL referenced questions.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The council reviewed the minutes of the January 10 meeting.  Ms. Wiseman  made a motion to approve the minutes. Ms. Harris seconded the motion. Motion carried by consensus.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The January Instructional fund financial reports were reviewed by the committee.  The bank statement has not arrived, so Activity fund financial reports will be reviewed next month.

ACCIDENT REPORTS

There were only four accidents again this month.    One accident occurred in the cafeteria during gym; one in the classroom and two on the playground.

OTHER BUSINESS

Parent drop-off and bus drop-off times has been addressed to the parents through a parent note, that was sent home by each student.

The issue of student breakfast was discussed.  Some children do not like the breakfast choices, and possibly would eat better if cereal was offered each day.  Mr. Coffey has asked Diane Taylor, the cafeteria manager, who said they were willing to do so.  Ms. Wiseman made a motion to approve offering cereal each day.  Ms. Jarvis seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus. 

The committee discussed the Market Day Brochure Sales program.  If we sign up early for it, we will make 56% profit.  This will be done next fall.

The committee discussed the Roundtable Discussion, which was held at North Hardin.

Schools shared some good ideas for communication, climate and testing at the meeting.  

They also discussed ways to eliminate duplication of the programs.  Budget cuts will affect all of us.  Ms. Sheeran stated that some of the schools felt that MAP program has been worthwhile.  Schools with Compass Learning like the connection it has with MAP.  Think Link is a good program.  It is very teacher friendly, using Proficient, Distinguished, and Novice-type language.  There are links for activities.  It is developed around Core Content and correlates with CATS Testing.  Study Island is a computer program that students use for homework, competing with their own scores.  It is a lot like Successmaker.  Mr. Coffey stated that he likes the MAP program because it is diagnostic and specific to the individual.

The committee discussed the furniture order for the new school.  Our needs will most likely exceed the budget allotted to us by the board.  Therefore, we would like to use some of our Instructional and Activity funds to supplement the furniture order.  If we order all the student and teacher desks and chairs and furniture now, we will be able to get it at a lower bid price, as well as receive furniture that matches/coordinates.  Ms. Harris made a motion to approve monies to supplement the furniture budget.  Ms. Jarvis seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.
