Amended School Calendar for the 2007/08 and 2008/09 School Year

FACTS:

Because of inclement weather the Hardin County School district has missed 6 days of instruction.  The adopted calendar for the 2007/08 allowed for make up days on May21, 22, 23, and 27.  The district was able to use a “banked day” for instruction and will need to add May 28 to the calendar to meet the required 176 days of instruction as set forth by KRS. 158.070.

The 2008/09 calendar, that was previously adopted by the Hardin County Board of Education, has February 13, 2009 and March 6,2009 marked as professional development days.  May 26, 27, 28, and 29th have been marked for make-up days should inclement weather occur necessitating further instruction time for students.  Should inclement weather become an issue, it would be prudent to add February 13, 2009 and March 6, 2009 as make-up days, should inclement weather occur before those dates.  By changing the calendar at this time, faculty, staff, and parent/guardians can make appropriate changes in their schedules regarding those days.

RECOMMENDATON:

I recommend that the school calendar be amended so the date of May 28, 2008 is an instructional day; and that the 2008/09 calendar be amended so that February 13, 2009 and March 6, 2009 would be alternative make-up days to be added to that calendar.

RECOMMENDED MOTION:

I move that the school calendar be amended so that the date of May 28, 2008 is an instructional day; and that the 2008/09 calendar be amended so that February 13, 2009 and March 6, 2009 would be alternative make-up days to be added to that calendar.
