Background/Summary of Information

Option 1:
This option places our weighted average lunch price at the minimal required SY 2016-17 rate (with 10¢ cap) and a remaining increase carry forward of $.07.
Elementary Schools:

$2.65
Middle & High School:

$2.70

Option 2:
This option brings previous shortfalls in price increases up to date and by making the weighted average lunch price at the required SY 2016-17 rate of $2.78. This is likely to have an adverse impact on participation.
Elementary Schools:

$2.75
Middle & High School:

$2.80
Recommending Option 1. Lunch pricing practices were not a finding in the previous review; therefore, continuing with the lawful minimal mandated increase is recommended.
For over ten years our breakfast price has remained $1.00 and we intend to keep this price to encourage participation.

SUPERINTENDENT’S RECOMMENDATION

Recommend approval of lunch price increase consistent with option 1.
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Step 3 (Optional)
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Due to mandates within the Healthy Hunger Free Kids Act of 2010 Spencer County Public Schools must increase lunch prices this year. The “logic” behind the mandated increase is to eventually equal the difference between the reimbursement rate ($3.07) and the full-pay lunch price (plus 29¢ reimbursement); otherwise, it appears the federal taxpayers are also subsidizing full-pay lunches. Food sold must still meet caloric, sodium, and fat content mandates.
