Apr. 18, 2016

Opening Business:

A motion was made by Stacy Hieb to accept the agenda with flexibility, second by Crystal Little.  The reading of the minutes of the Mar. 21 meeting and FRYSC Meeting were read, no additions or corrections were made to the minutes. 
Good News Report: Mr. Rucker reported that the Living History Museum, Father/Daughter Dance, and Mother/Son Dance were all well attended and provided great opportunity for parent involvement.
