5. Focus on Academics - North Hardin High School AVID Program and West Hardin - Leslie Meredith - Grassland Program  

Traci Burke and Mary Parker, NHHS teachers for the AVID program and students Brandon Yarbrough, Jeanie Carpenter, and Molly Williams presented to the board what the AVID program is and how it has benefited them.

Leslie Meredith, WHMS teacher, presented to the board information regarding their new Grassland Program.

6. Recognition of Visitors  

Chairperson Kay Sharon asked if anyone wished to address the board. Bill Wooldridge presented the board with Dr. Seuss mugs for Read Across America. The resolution was presented at the February meeting but due to inclement weather, he was not able to be at the meeting to present the mugs.

7. Consideration of Consent Agenda  

Scott Tubbs had questions on several consent agenda items:

9.B.1 - Superintendent's Student Advisory Council senior members trip to Washington, D.C.: What is the history of this trip, what are the dates, the cost, and who goes?  Mrs. Johnston explained that this trip has been taken for the last 10-12 years, the senior members of the council attend as a rewarding event for serving on the council for four years. We are trying to schedule the trip on May 16 or the 22nd. The cost is approximately $300 per student.

9.B.2. - NHHS Senior Trip: What is the cost and who is funding the trip?  Mrs. Johnston explained that this is a Saturday trip, the cost is approximately $65 per student and the students are paying for the trip.

9.B.4. - JHHS FFA students trip to Washington, D.C.: Mr. Tubbs wanted to enourage groups from different schools who are going to the same events to share transportation to cut on expenses.

9.B.6. - Amending the 2008-2009 calendar: Will February 13 and March 6 be the first days taken? Mrs. Johnston explained that these days will be the first taken as make up days. For example, if schools are closed on February 11th, we will attend on February 13.

9.C.1. - Monthly Financial Reports: 360 - Constructions funds: Ms. Johnston explained that this money is from bonding and is for construction projects only and cannot be spent elsewhere. 52 - Day Care: Ms. Johnston explained that this program is self-supporting. Parents pay for after school care for their children.

9.C.5. - Uniform and Linen Services bid: What were the other bids? Was this the low bid?  David Wyatt explained that this was the low bid, however they did have two companies bid but one was rejected.

Charlie Wise asked where we stand as far as restroom facilities at the JHHS baseball/softball complex. Ms. Johnston explained that only general fund money can be used for this project and money is really tight. This has been a concern for years and is at the top of the priority list when funding is available.

9.C.6 - Donation of $4,000 from Nadine Levy: What is the equipment? Ms. Johnston explained that this is similar to a Smart Board and that it will compliment other technology items already used in the district such as the CPS units donated by the Education Foundation.

9.C.9 - Donation of a commercial refrigerator unit: How old is it, what does it cost to run, is it repairable? Ms. Johnston explained that this is a 5 year old unit that will be replacing a current unit that is about 50 years old.

9.E.5. - SBDM Minutes - Mr. Tubbs noticed that some of the information submitted is only an agenda and not actual minutes of the meeting. It would be nicer to see the minutes.

Mr. Nelson stated that he has received many calls regarding setting graduation dates at an earlier time. He stated that there is no way to set these dates any earlier because of inclement weather and snow days. Ms. Johnston stated that the Central Hardin relay for life is being held on the same night as one of our graduations, so this year we will begin alternating which relay we will participate in and this year we will participate in the North end relay for life.

Ms. Kay Sharon introduced Mr. Jim Sullivan as the new principal at Meadowview Elementary beginning July 1, 2008.

10.B. Report on projects in progress from Sherman, Carter and Barnhart  

There was no information to report from Sherman, Carter and Barnhart. Gary Milby stated that they will be opening bids on April 15 and will be presented for approval at the April 17th board meeting unless a special meeting is scheduled.

11. New Business  

Scott Tubbs suggested we try to find some way to help the community interpret the school report cards. He recently received Central Hardin's report card and realized how complex it is. He suggested an informative session through HCEC-TV. Ms. Johnston asked Dick Thornton to work on this.

Scott Tubbs asked about district insurance. Is this a bid process, how often is it bid, who are the providers?  Gary Milby stated that it can be bid every 3 years or we can choose to renew the current policy. Ms. Johnston stated that we did increase coverage for the outdoor facilities to $1 million per facility with an additional $500,000 in umbrella coverage.

Scott Tubbs stated that the general assembly is looking at a lot of bills that could affect public schools. He asked if there was anything specific that we should be concerned with? Ms. Johnston explained that she has been told to stay put and be patient because everything is subject to change. She has been told by legislators that budget issues will prevail and there may not be time to address the other issues. Our district is looking at what everyone can do to help with budget issues. The district is looking at programs and how they affect students and if they are successful. Ms. Johnston also wanted everyone to understand that building money can only be used for building.

Charlie Wise stated that the district should consider a vocational/technical school in our system to keep up with changes in the manufacturing industry. He stated that there is a shortage in construction trades. Ms. Johnston stated that we are at the top of the list for a vocational/technical school.

Dick Thornton announced to the board that the make up day for the ExCel Award presentation has been set for April 16th at Parkway Elementary at 1:00 p.m.
