Approval of Child Nutrition Procurement Plan 
ISSUE:  The Board must adopt a Child Nutrition Procurement plan.

FACTS:  

School districts have a contractual obligation to prepare and maintain a SFA (School Food Authority) procurement plan.  SFAs are required to enter into an agreement with KDE/SCN to participate in the Child Nutrition Program.  As part of that agreement, SFAs agree that they will prepare and maintain a procurement plan.  Listed below are state and federal regulations that would provide legal justification for this requirement.   

The USDA references 2 C.F.R. § 200.318(a) when asked to provide the legal justification for this requirement:
(a)     The non–Federal entity must use its own documented procurement procedures which reflect applicable State, local and tribal laws and regulations, provided that the procurements conform to applicable Federal law and the standards identified in this part.

See attached regulation

KDE/SCN references Kentucky’s administrative regulation 702 KAR 6:010, Section 3 when asked to provide state law justification for this requirement:

a) Section 3 each local governing body shall establish written requirements regarding purchasing food and equipment, cost of meals, storage and sanitation, and financial accounting and safeguarding of funds.
