Following the anchor installation any debris will to be hauled away and premises left broom clean. Any landscape of value should be removed by owner prior to installation and this proposal does not include re-seeding or installing sod to project area.  

· Saw cut and replace sections of concrete where necessary.

We propose to furnish material and labor complete in accordance with enclosed specifications for the sum of fifty-four thousand, six hundred, eighty dollars ($54,680.00). If additional work is necessary due to previous foundation repairs to the referenced structure, the Owner will be notified prior to any additional charges being incurred.

All work to be completed in a workmanlike manner according to standard practices. Any alteration or deviation from above specifications involving extra costs will be executed only upon written orders, and will become an extra charge over and above the estimate. All agreements are contingent upon strikes, accident, or delays beyond our control. Our workers are fully covered by Workmen’s Compensation Insurance.
