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Make Policy On:

Last year, we made it a goal to review/revise all of the Bylaws and put them in an electronic format, since only paper copies were available.  We utilized the KASC recommendations as we made revisions. This year we started digging into the policy revisions suggested by KASC.  
We updated policies 5.02, 14.0, 8.01, 10.13, 6.02, 7.01, and 10.2.  Some of these policies were deleted because they were outdated, or not related to policy.  
Goals for 2015-16:
G. C. Burkhead’s goals are for continuous improvement in all areas.  Our Comprehensive School Improvement Plan outlines strategies and activities for focusing on student success.  Instructional rounds and walk-throughs were utilized to assess practices and an intentional focus was placed on student engagement.  In its second year of implementation, PBIS became more consistent.   The PBIS team shared data and worked with check and connect persons to make students more successful.  
Curriculum/Instruction/Assessment:

This year our focus was to the effectiveness of our PLCs.  We worked to create a data driven structure of PLCs that would drive curriculum, instruction and assessment.  Teachers worked to establish norms of PLCs as a school.  Time in PLCs was spent creating common assessments, analyzing data from those assessments and determining what steps they should take next instructionally.  Funding resources were used creatively to maximize the resources teachers had available.  
Achieving K-PREP/NCLB Goals and Enhancing Student Achievement:

In addition to common assessments, we used MAP assessments to gauge student progress in reading and math.  MAP data was used to identify student strengths/weaknesses, and to provide interventions and enrichment opportunities for students.  Assessment data (formative and summative) will be used to identify students targeted for additional assistance in reading and math. Some grades began using data boards or notebooks to tracks student data and encourage students to keep track of their progress as well. Students then conducted student led conferences.  More teachers plan on doing this next year.   ESS was provided during the day.  We used extension money to provide after school tutoring for at risk students.
