Background/Summary of Information:

The Education & Workforce Development Cabinet is offering public/private partnership grants to school districts and area technology centers aimed at building a skilled, highly trained, modernized workforce to meet the needs of employers in Kentucky and promote sustainable incomes. Eligible projects include: construction and equipping of a new facility for the purpose of providing workforce training and education, renovation or upgrade of an existing facility, and purchase of new or upgraded equipment, software and furnishings. Grant funds can be used for land acquisition; facility construction, improvements, and renovations; equipment and furnishings; and first year marketing of the center.

Projects must meet a minimum match of 10% of project costs, with central and western Kentucky districts (like Spencer County) not impacted by coal industry job losses expected to match more than 10% of the project. Match can include the value of an existing building targeted for project renovation.

There is no explicit level of funding per district listed in the pre-application; however, Mr. Rucker and I deduced from information in the webinar that we should aim for between $2-$3 million.

Pre-application are due August 12; we will be notified if we are selected to submit a full application, due October 19. Funding would be available in early November.
