Amend 2007/08 School Calendar

DISCUSSION:

During the March board meeting the Members of the Hardin County Board of Education amended the 2007/08-school calendar to be extended to May 28, 2008 as the last day for students.  The amended school calendar was necessary because of instructional days missed because of inclement weather.  On Friday, April 4, 2008, school was dismissed because of flooding that occurred and made many of the roads impassible for bus traffic. KRS. 158.070 mandate that students must have a minimum of 1050 hours of instruction based on a 177-day school year.  In order to meet those provisions the Hardin County Board of Education will need to amend the 2007/08 calendar so that May 29, 2008 be the last day of instruction for students and that May 30, 2008 be considered Records Day for the teachers/staff.

RECOMMENDATION:

I recommend that the Hardin County Board of Education amend the 2007/08-school calendar so that May 29, 2008 is designated as the last for instruction for students and that May 30, 2008 is designated as Records Day for teachers/staff.

RECOMMENDED MOTION:

I move that the Hardin County Board of Education amend the 2007/08--school calendar so that May 29, 2008 is designated as the last day for instruction for students and that May 30, 2008 is designated as Records Day for teachers/staff.
