DISCUSSION:

Governor Ernie Fletcher signed an executive order on December 7, 2004 establishing NIMS (National Incident Management System) as the State standard for incident management.  Full compliance by any state, unit of local government or special district will entail the completion of certain benchmarks.  The Hardin County School District is on file with the county clerk and is classified as a special district; therefore, the Hardin County Board of Education will need to sign a resolution adopting NIMS.

RECOMMENDATION:

I recommend that the Hardin County Board of Education adopt the resolution supporting the National Incident Management System to comply with Governor Ernie Fletcher’s executive order.
