Hardin County Educational and Community Television
For over 20 years, Hardin County Educational and Community Television has provided exciting coverage of the local small community parades as part of its programming coverage.  HCEC-TV trains students in video production while capturing authentic events for an eager audience.  The events are then rebroadcast on HCEC-TV, airing locally on channel 2 on Comcast Cable and Brandenburg Telecom Cable, and on channel 25 on Insight Cable.   In the Hardin County and LaRue County viewing area, close to 40,000 cable subscribers have access to HCEC-TV’s programs.   Local community events are very popular programs on HCEC-TV.

This year, HCEC-TV is seeking local business sponsorship of these popular productions to offset production costs and allow for a broad spectrum of coverage.  There are many benefits for the sponsorship of the programming.  Each event airs a minimum of six times the week it runs on HCEC-TV.  There are times the event will be rebroadcast during the off-season.  The sponsor’s name will be featured on the scoreboard, as it appears each time on the screen.  Approximately every ten minutes, the announcers will mention that the production cost of the event is sponsored by the business, along with a brief statement/slogan about the company.  During the event coverage, the sponsor could provide a staff member to come and discuss the business with the announcers.  

In addition to supporting the local communities and HCEC-TV’s ability to cover these fun events, the business owner is getting a chance at marketing benefits reaching a large audience.  The proposal is for exclusive sponsorship and production of HCEC-TV’s local community parade coverage.  The sponsor will receive a copy of each parade.  Unlike print advertising, video sponsorship has repetitive value. In addition, the company is choosing to support student learners, while supporting the local community efforts.  Please consider sponsoring the coverage of the local community parades listed.  The cost listed includes a single camera setup with a videographer (a HCEC-TV Student Production Assistant or another staff member). 

Each parade videotaped will feature your business name mentioned by the announcer, and appear in graphics during the opening and ending credits.

The parade will be shown a minimum of six broadcasts within two weeks of its occurrence during regular HCEC-TV programming.  Due to inclement weather, some parades may be postponed.  HCEC-TV will do its best to pick up the rescheduled parade.
