SUBJECT:
Proposal to Revise HCAR 02.4331 for Middle School Counseling Positions

ISSUE

The workload for middle school counselors has increased to the point that a single counselor or a counselor and a half-time counselor have difficulty meeting job requirements.

FACTS

The board allocates guidance counselor positions according to SACS recommended guidelines.

The board has approved exceptions to the allocations for two middle schools, James T. Alton and Radcliff.

Two middle schools (East Hardin and Bluegrass) whose enrollment has resulted in two counselor positions in the past are facing the loss of a half-position for guidance counselor because of enrollment projections.

RECOMMENDATION

Approve amending HCAR 2.4331 to allocate a minimum of two guidance counselor positions at all middle schools regardless of enrollment without precluding additional allocations based on higher enrollment as prescribed.

RECOMMENDED MOTION


I move that the Hardin County Board of Education amend HCAR 2.4331 to allocate a minimum of two (2) guidance counselor positions at all middle schools regardless of enrollment without precluding additional allocations based on higher enrollment as prescribed.
