Background/Summary of Information
On 9-16-16 a copier bid opening took place involving six participating vendors. After reviewing all bids and completing the bid selection rubric along with careful analysis involving the finance officer, ProSource is the recommended vendor for a 36 month / 48 month “cost per click” option.  Doing so will provide us with having all our copier contracts ending at the same time.  ProSource also offers three name brands of various device levels to choose from so each school’s individual needs can be met.  Dependent on the machines chosen by each school, the anticipated cost savings should fall between $23,000 to $35,000 per year when compared to copier expenditures paid out for the 2015-2016 school year.  
We are currently working with ProSource about buying out the contracts currently in place through 2018.  If this is doable at a reasonable cost, we would request the board approve a contract term that ends in unison with the copiers that will be acquired this fiscal year.
