Objective:


To obtain approval from the Nelson County School System for the students’ participation in the Boys’ and Girls’ Nelson County League
Mission:

It is the purpose of the Nelson County Schools to provide an avenue for sports education on the elementary level, promoting physical fitness, sportsmanship and discipline. 

The Nelson County Boys and Girls Little League Basketball program will promote good sportsmanship through recreation and competitiveness in the sport of basketball for girls and boys in the 4th through 6th grades, while also setting an example for a disciplined atmosphere both on and off the floor. (Note: 3rd graders may be allowed to play if the school and league can accommodate it and with approval of the principal and league)

We believe that all players, coaches and parents will do their very best to support, play and coach at a level of competitiveness that puts learning and developing skills first and foremost above winning!


SPORTSMANSHIP AND RESPECT FOR OURSELVES, OUR TEAMMATES, OUR COMPETITORS, OUR COACHES, OUR PARENTS AND OUR COMMUNITY MUST NEVER BE COMPROMISED!

Guidelines for the Nelson County Schools:

1. Work with the principal to schedule the gym facilities for practices/games. Times for practices/games will be determined by the principal. Either the School Athletic Director or a designated school employee appointed by the principal will be at each site whenever the school teams have practices/games.  The School Athletic Director/designated employee will work with the principal to provide coverage in the case of vacation or illness.

2. Help each school establish a booster account that meets the requirements of the school board.

3. Maintain a booster account to be managed by the booster club in conjunction with the school’s athletic director.

4. Hire a District League Coordinator for the boy’s league and the girl’s league as an employee for the Nelson County Schools.  Pay/salary will be in the form of a stipend.  Pay each year to each district league coordinator is $400.  Each school will be billed by the board for the cost of the coordinator stipend including fringe benefits prior to the payments being made.

Job description for the School Athletic Director for the Nelson County 
Nelson County Schools Little League

An individual or individuals to serve as School Athletic Director will either be appointed or approved by the principal of each county school which participates in the program.
Responsibilities:
1. Facilitate the organization of the teams.
2. Coordinate with other extracurricular activities to use gym/facilities.
3. Receive all money necessary to provide uniforms and other equipment for the little league teams

4. Be accountable to the Nelson County Schools for use of any funds at the end of the respective season

5. Meet with principal as needed to discuss grade, discipline and attendance issues for any student, parent or coach involved in the program

6. Assume responsibility for the use of the school facility after or outside of the expected school day and for the use of the facility on days that school is not in session (i.e. weekends) at the principal’s discretion.
7. Coordinate a post-season banquet to recognize the participants.
8. Coordinate with parents to provide concession stands for host (home) games
*A stipend of $75.00 per grade managed for girls and a stipend of $75.00 per grade managed for boys will be paid at the end of the respective seasons. The Board will bill the respective booster club plus the cost of fringe benefits prior to making the payment.
Eligibility:

Any student enrolled in a participating Nelson County School is eligible to play at his/her respective school provided he/she complies with items listed below.

Note: An enrollment fee of $30.00 will be collected from each participating student.  This will be deposited into a booster account managed by the booster club in conjunction with the school athletic director.  (Scholarship funds will be available based upon financial need.)
Requirements and Restrictions:
Players:

1. Adhere to the Nelson County Discipline Code and attendance policies.
2. Maintain a minimum GPA as stipulated by the school policies.
3. Sign a code of conduct contract.

     Parents:

1. Work in the concession area if needed during home games and assist with the cleanup.

2. Sign a parent code of conduct contract for your child to be eligible to play.

     Coaches:

1. Complete an employment application with the Nelson County Board of Education prior to the organizational meeting.  This will enable the district to conduct a background check.  This position will not be paid.

2. Sign a coaches’ code of conduct contract.

3. Understand that only 2 coaches will be recognized for each team.

4. Be certified thru the NYSCA or have some other type of appropriate recognized certification which is approved by the school and league.

5. Accept responsibility for the children in the gym at all times.  You need to be there first and stay until every child is properly picked up.
6. Teach and demonstrate good sportsmanship at all times, especially in the presence of our children.

7. Coordinate with the athletic director to enforce the grade restriction, discipline code and attendance policies..

Budget/Financial Proposal
A student fee of $30.00 to be managed thru the booster fund at each school,
from which uniforms and all costs of operating the league will be paid.   Additional booster club revenue will come from gate receipts, concession sales and other fundraising.
The booster fund from each school will pay to the Nelson County School System $75.00 per grade participating for girls and $75.00 per grade participating for boys.
The Nelson County School System will then pay the stipend to the athletic director of each school with 4th, 5th and 6th grade boys and/or girls.

The $400 stipend for the league coordinators will be taken from the team fees.

OR
A $30.00 fee per team will be given (paid) by the booster fund of each school, to the Nelson County Schools to be distributed to the boys or girls league.

*This option would allow the school to separate out the stipend for the league coordinators.

League Fee:
