Hardin County ESS Results Summary FY 2004-05

The Hardin County District-wide ESS success rate for 2004-2005 was 83 percent.  This figure includes after school (1,470 students), before school (122 students), daytime waivers (161 students), evening high school (192 students) and summer school (303 students) programming.    There were 1,842 participants during the regular school term (August 2004-May 2005).  There were 275 participants during June 2005 at our three high schools and 28 participants at Lincoln Trail Elementary.


ESS efforts mainly targeted five content areas, reading, math, writing, social studies and science.  In review of the goals set for students in ESS, students working on reading accounted for 36%, writing 12%, math 33%, social studies 7% and science 12%.


These data indicate that ESS assistance resulted in our students meeting their goals as follows; 52% improved their classroom performance, .4% graduated high school, 11% were promoted to the next grade, 19% earned a credit (credit recovery—high school), 17% failed to show improvement.  The attached report shows 2,424 goals with 2,000 positive outcomes (83%).  There are more goals than students due to the fact that many students had multiple goals.
