Order #1403 - Motion Passed:  Approve Purchase of 2 School Buses for FY2017 passed unanimously with a motion by Ms. Ann Carty and a second by Mr. Forrest Beeler.  

C. 2016 Property Tax Rates  

Superintendent Green referenced the tax rate hearing held just prior to the Board Meeting, noting that no one had commented on the proposed property tax rate of 71.8. Superintendent Green pointed out that the proposed tax rate for 2016 was the same rate approved for 2014 and 2015. Superintendent Green also presented the 2017 motor vehicle and watercraft tax rate of 79.3 which has remained the same since 1983.

Order #1404 - Motion Passed:  Approve 2016 Property Tax Rate of 71.8 cents with 5.8 cents restricted for categorical priorities listed in the approved facilities plan for participation in the SFCC, and to approve the 2017 motor vehicle and watercraft tax rate of 79.3 passed unanimously with a motion by Dr. Kevin Pugh and a second by Ms. Ann Carty.  

D. 2016-2017 Working Budget  

Superintendent Green presented the 2016-2017 Working Budget for approval. Mr. Green stated that no updated information was available relating to SEEK funding at this time compared to the Tentative Budget submitted in May. Mr. Green pointed out a decrease in the carryover budget which is mainly due to one large PSC tax bill not being paid in the previous fiscal year.  Superintendent Green recommended approval of the 2016-2017 Working Budget as presented.  

Order #1405 - Motion Passed:  Approve 2016-2017 Working Budget passed unanimously with a motion by Ms. Ann Carty and a second by Mr. Forrest Beeler.  

E. Other Business  

Superintendent Green presented a Full Utilization Agreement with Model City Head Start which requires approval annually. 

Order #1406 - Motion Passed:  Approve Full Utilization Agreement with Model City Head Start passed unanimously with a motion by Dr. Kevin Pugh and a second by Ms. Teresa Combs.
