CALL TO ORDER- The meeting was called to order by Laura Price. Members present were Laura Price, Becky Dennis, Stacy Brawner, Mary Donna Atcher and Brian Fredrick.   


CONSIDERATION OF AGENDA-  Mrs. Price added Title I allocations and June and July meetings to the agenda.   Mary Donna Atcher made the motion to approve and Stacy Brawner seconded.  The amended agenda was approved by the council.       

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS-   Melanie Bakk represented the Budget Committee.

APPROVAL OF  MINUTES-  The minutes from the April 14th meeting were read and approved.  Stacy Brawner made the motion to approve and Brian Fredrick seconded.  The minutes were approved by the council. 

REPORTS/POLICIES/BUDGET INFORMATION- 

· The financial report for the month of May was reviewed.    Becky Dennis made the motion to approve and Brian Fredrick seconded.

· The council reviewed the committee minutes that had been submitted…Melanie Bakk reported for the Budget Committee and shared copies of the 2008-2009 budget with the council members.   After much discussion, the council decided to transfer the Operational Funds into the Contingency Fund and $1000.00 will be moved from the Contingency Fund to Testing Preparation.  The decision was made to move the testing celebration to the week prior to testing.   Each teacher will receive an extra $56.00 for instructional supplies for the 2008-2009 school year.  The council will request a spreadsheet on Media Center purchases…this also includes KETS allocations.   Becky Dennis made the motion to accept the budget with changes and updates and Stacy Brawner seconded.  The revised Budget will be presented to the council at a later date.  

· The School Culture and Support Committee will be planning a retirement reception for Jean Butler, Connie Copelin and Margie Patterson.  A catered luncheon will be held May 30th in the school cafeteria. 

DISCUSSION ITEMS- 

· Mrs. Price distributed copies of the 2008-2009 district Elementary Textbook Allotments with the council members.  As of May 8th 2008, the projected allotment per student is $43.25.    

· Mrs. Price and the council members discussed having a “Town Hall” type meeting for parents and people of the community to come and voice their concerns, answer questions and discuss issues with someone from the board, preferably Nannette Johnston.  An upcoming PTA meeting will be selected and Mrs. Price will contact the C.O. with dates and times.

· The 2008-2009 Open House is scheduled for July 31st from 5:00-7:00 p.m. and with suggestions from the teachers, discussed conducting this in the individual homerooms.

· Mrs. Price explained updated staffing allocations (certified) with the council members. 

     The numbers are as follows:

     Classroom Teachers-  18

     Special Ed-  5

     SLP(speech)-  1

     Counselor-  ½

     Principal-  1

The Title I Budget as of now is $70,720.00 with approximately 40,000.00(including all benefits) being used as ½ of the counselor, Karen Mackey’s, salary.  This leaves a remaining balance of $30,720.00.  Mrs. Price conferred with the council and the decision was made to use the remaining Title I funds to hire part-time assistants.  Becky Dennis made the motion to approve and Stacy Brawner seconded.  The motion was approved by the council.  

· Copies of the Extended School Services Daytime Waiver Program Evaluation were distributed to the council members for review.  The program will be continued through the 2008-2009 school year.

· New SBDM members will start their terms after July 1st.  There will be no July meeting unless necessary.  The council agreed to keep the meetings on the second Monday of the month at 2:45 p.m. unless the Monday falls on a break or holiday.

ADJOURNMENT-   The next meeting will be held June 9th at 2:45 p.m.  This will be a special meeting concerning hiring.   August 11th will be the first SBDM meeting of the 2008-2009 school year.  Stacy Brawner  made the motion to adjourn and Brian Fredrick seconded.   The meeting was adjourned at 4:15 p.m.
