Jennifer Lewis, chairperson, called the regular meeting of the School-Based Decision Making Council of Lincoln Trail Elementary to order at 3:15 p.m. in the School Media Center.  Members present were: Jennifer Lewis, chairperson; Becky Hillard, co-chairperson, Pam Goodin, Emily Robbins, Karen Day, and Linda Lindsey.  There were six guests in attendance: Alana Wooldridge, Beth Root, Terry Wilson, Rose Brown, Sherry Powers and Kim Jiranek.

The SBDM Council accepted the agenda by consensus.

08-015 Motion was made by Karen Day and seconded by Linda Lindsey to accept the minutes from the April 30, regular SBDM meeting.  The motion carried.

Becky Hillard and Pam Goodin members of the Hardin County Schools, Social Studies Curriculum Development Guide Committee, explained to the SBDM Council the development and use of the Social Studies Guide.  

Rose Brown and Alana Wooldridge members of Hardin County Schools Math Curriculum Development Guide Committee presented the SBDM Council with a draft of the Math Curriculum Guide and explained how it would be used.

Discussion and questions followed the reports. Mrs. Lewis informed the SBDM Council that the curriculum guides are not maps and will be a “Guide” to guide our instruction.

Two or three Benchmark Assessments were developed per nine week period for each subject area.  Assessments are by multiple choice and open response questions.  With the use of the Benchmark Assessments we will satisfy the needs of the district that was missing in our Scholastic Audit.  The SBDM Council accepted the Curriculum Guides by consensus.

Mrs. Lewis informed the SBDM Council that allocations of funds for the adoption of Science Textbooks for spring 2008 are not yet available from the State Department.  The approval of textbook adoption will appear at a Called SBDM Council Meeting.

The SBDM Council reviewed the following documents for approval:
