PLANNING

(  The council considered whether we would have a full-time assistant principal for 2008-09.  Mrs. Morgan explained that half of the salary would have to come out of our per pupil allocation and it would take approximately half of our per pupil allocation to cover salary and benefits.   We discussed the possibility that if we don’t have a full-time AP, we could possibly hire a person to chair ARC meetings to free up time for the principal and the counselor to be more readily available to focus on curriculum.
