November 9, 2016
I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:03 p.m.  Members in attendance were Melissa Butler, Rhonda Wilson, Corey Yates, Susan Gattis, Geraldine Mack, and Amy Inman.    
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 16-19 – Rhonda Wilson made a motion for the agenda to be adopted.  Geraldine Mack seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the October 12, 2016 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 16-20 – Melissa Butler made a motion to accept the October 12, 2016 Regular Session minutes.  Corey Yates seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the October financial report and activity budget dated October 1-31, 2016, submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 16-21 – Amy Inman made a motion to accept the October financial report and activity budget. Geraldine Mack seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  
A. Safety Team and Pep Club Team up to support Unity in the Community Event on Friday, November 11th to support our First Responders at the STATE THEATER from 2pm to 4:30pm:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that Unity in the Community would host an event honoring the First Responders in our area.  This event will is open to everyone in the community and pays tribute to the First Responders in our area to let them know they are needed and appreciated. 

B.  EHS Spanish Club and Red Ribbon Day Talent Show: Mr. Smallwood praised the Talent Show, sponsored by E’town Apartments and our own EHS Spanish Club.  Many of our talented EHS students performed during the talent show and a great time was had by all.  
III. OLD BUSINESS:  NONE 
A. Review of Policy 1.01 – Determination of Curriculum – Final Reading for Adoption: Mr. Smallwood asked the Council to review this policy for Adoption status.  ORDER 16-22 – Melissa Butler made a motion to adopt Policy 1.01 – Determination of Curriculum.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion.  Council unanimously approved Policy 1.01 for adoption.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Parent Request to Consider Amending SBDM Policy 6.02 – Student Dress Code: School Report Card: Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that a parent had requested a change to the dress code policy to allow for students to wear unnatural hair coloring.  The Council felt that at this time, a change does not need to be made to the Dress Code Policy.  The Dress Code Policy is reviewed before the start of every school year and this issue will be discussed further at that time.  
B. John Antonetti PD on Student Engagement Strategies:  Thursday, November 10th   3:15-4:15:  Mr. Smallwood announced that Mr. Antonetti would be here on November 10th for a professional development session on Student Engagement Strategies.

C. Planning Period Discussion on the Seven Strategies of the Assessment for Learning:  Mr. Smallwood discussed the 7 Strategies of Assessment for Learning.  

D. AdvanceKY Fall Forum for Math, Science, and English Teachers:  Mr. Smallwood provided information on the AdvanceKY Fall Forum session, held last weekend.  Six sessions were held from Friday night through Saturday.  These sessions were attended by our English, Science, and Math AP teachers.  

E. AdvanceKY Saturday Study Sessions coming up in the Spring of 2017:  Mr. Smallwood discussed the Spring Study sessions for AdvanceKY.   These will be held in April for English, February and March for Math, and February, March, and April for Science.  Mr. Smallwood also provided the dates for AP Exams in May.  Exams will take place May 1-5 and May 8-12, 2017.  
F. College and Career Readiness Update for the Class of 2017:  Mr. Smallwood reported that as of today, we have 79 seniors out of 150 who are college ready and 15 our 150 are career ready.  KYOTE testing will take place on November 21st and 22nd, as well as December 1st, 2nd, 6th, and 7th.  KYOTE testing dates for the spring are to be determined.  
G. PBIS Rewards Day, November 11th:   Mr. Smallwood discussed the plans for Rewards day on Friday.  Students who have achieved the following are eligible for rewards day: (1) all “A” or “A-B” honor roll (2) have a 77% average or greater with no discipline issues (3) perfect attendance 1st 9 weeks with a minor disciplinary infraction (4) GPA improved 5% from 4th to 1st 9 weeks with minor discipline.  
H. Review of other Important November Dates:   A handout was issued to all Council members detailing events taking place at EHS for the remainder of the month of November.
