I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:03 p.m.  Members in attendance were Melissa Butler, Rhonda Wilson, Corey Yates, Susan Gattis, Geraldine Mack, and Amy Inman.    
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 16-24 – Melissa Butler made a motion for the agenda to be adopted.  Tanya Major seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the November 9, 2016 Special Session minutes.  ORDER 16-25 – Melissa Butler made a motion to accept the November 9, 2016 Special Session minutes.  Geraldine Mack seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the November financial report and activity budget dated November 1-30, 2016, submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 16-26 – Susan Gattis made a motion to accept the November financial report and activity budget. Tanya Major seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  
A. Fishing University Social Media Contest Winners: Wes Irwin and Jordan Smallwood: Mr. Smallwood shared that Wes Irwin and Jordan Smallwood would appear in a fishing show on the Outdoor Channel later this month.  Wes and Jordan won a social media-centric contest to earn a spot on in Fishing University’s School Fishing Team Challenge and will compete against a team from Maryland.  The show will be taped December 12-15, 2016 and Fishing University will cover the cost of travel for both teams.  The team with the highest weight after filming is completed will receive a 4-year $28,000 scholarship to Bethel University in McKenzie, TN, or a $10,000 scholarship to use at any college they choose to attend. 

B. APES (American Private Enterprise System):  Mr. Smallwood congratulated the students who represented Elizabethtown High School at the Seminar held on November 15-16, 2016.  Our student representatives were: Courtney Brangers, Rachel Goff, Olivia Harner, Zachary Johnson, Kiara Jones, Ivan Lai, Catherine Prather, and Grayson Stinger.  Rachel Goff was named Outstanding Female Youth Delegate and was overall top delegate of the assembly.  Zachary Johnson was named Outstanding Male Youth Delegate and finished overall in 2nd place.  Rachel, Zachary, and Grayson will all move on to the State seminar in June at the University of Kentucky.  Olivia Harner was named as an alternate.  

C. Brittney Asher – All-District Band:  Mr. Smallwood informed that Council that Brittney Asher auditioned and was selected for the 2017 All-District Symphonic Band.  Brittney had been recognized as one of the Top 15 clarinets in our district.  In addition, she has advanced to the second round of the All-State audition process.  She will audition for a spot in the All-State Band on December 10, 2016 at John Hardin High School.

A. Revision of Policy 10.03 – ECTC Dual Credit: Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that this policy is outdated and needs to be revised in order to include all of our dual-credit classes. C. AP Data from the 2015-2016 School Year:  Mr. Smallwood shared AP testing information that was provided to us by the Kentucky Association of School Councils.  
D. CSIP Update:  Mrs. Henry discussed our CSIP goals for 2017.  She informed the Council that she emailed them a full copy of the CSIP and that the final CSIP would be sent to each of them electronically when completed.  
E. Review of Important December Dates:  A handout was issued to all Council members detailing events taking place at EHS for the remainder of the month of December and the first week of January.
