Meeting was called to order at 3:30 pm by Karla Buckingham.

Public Comment: Sarah Kline was present at the meeting.  She expressed interest in observing how the council operates as well as possibly implementing a “No Homework” policy at Morningside.  Karla Buckingham explained how a survey has gone out to the teachers requesting information on individual classroom homework policies.  It was suggested that a parent survey regarding homework also be conducted.  Ms. Kline has research regarding homework that she is willing to share and Mrs. Buckingham asked her to forward this information to share with the committees.
Karla Buckingham shared her Principal’s Report with council members which included the following:

· December 16 is the annual Christmas Sing-a-long after morning meeting.  It will be videotaped to possibly be put on our webpage.

Karla Buckingham then reviewed with the council the General Ledger Financial Reports and Section 6 Funds Reports noting there were only standard operating costs since our last meeting.

At 3:46 the meeting went into Closed Session to discuss the hiring of a first grade teacher.  
At 3:51 the meeting returned to Open Session.

Karla Buckingham than gave her Staffing Update:
· Brittany Douglas will begin teaching first grade on January 2, 2017.

Karla Buckingham then shared information on the CSIP report.  Each goal and activity was reviewed and the council was encouraged to give input.  The report will be submitted to Mrs. Bush by next week and then submitted to the state by December 29, 2016.  The final plan will come back to the committee in January and can still be amended at this time.

Karla Buckingham shared information about the newly formed Safety Committee.  The committee members have been selected but the committee has not yet met.  Hollie Butler suggested the committee could work on placing a sign on the front door directing visitors to sign in at the front office.  Mrs. Buckingham stated that the student council has asked her if they could draft a proposal for lanyards for the faculty and present this to the PTO.
