WHEREAS, Hardin County Schools has Health Science, Culinary Arts, Information Technology, Energy Management, JROTC, Business and Marketing and several other instructional pathways for its students ; and


WHEREAS, Hardin County Schools could potentially enter into a partnership with the VA Medical Center students that would allow students in those pathways (and more) to have hands-on experiences at the VA Medical Center; and 


WHEREAS, Hardin County Schools graduates who have taken courses in Health Science, Culinary Arts, Information Technology, Energy Management, JROTC, Business and Marketing, and several other pathway would have the opportunity to be employed at the VA Medical Center because they have the knowledge and the “soft skills” necessary to be successful employees because they will have earned industry certificates and the Hardin County Schools Work Ethic Certification;
