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July begins the seventh season at the PAC.  Looking back over the 2007-08 season, 30 Hardin County School organizations and 18 leasing organizations held events at the PAC, and 8 season events were presented.   A total of 67 events were held on stage for a total of 196 days.  Over 18,000 school students attended performances, more than 5300 students participated in events and an additional 28,000 people attended public performances.

Looking ahead to next season, everyone will want to “Experience the Magic!” at the PAC.  The 2008-09 season will consist of magic, music and merriment. Continuing to cater to our audience’s requests, two types of Season PACkages will be offered; A Complete Season PACkage along with a Family Fun PACkage.  A new program being implemented this season is the use of PAC “PlayDough.”  Students participating in or attending PAC school time performances will receive $1 off tokens toward ticket purchases and participation fees.

July at the PAC means Youth Theatre of Hardin County.  This is their 37th season. A cast of 50 Hardin County area students will present six performances of Beauty and the Beast on the weekends of July 11-13 & 17-19.
