· Maxwell David Goode, a 6th grader at West Hardin Middle School, realized that one of his classmates was choking during lunch a couple of weeks ago.  Maxwell successfully performed the Heimlich Maneuver on the student.  West Hardin Assistant Principal Patty Wren said, “As I was asking the other boy if he was OK, Maxwell, very nonchalantly went had already returned to his lunch.  The cafeteria manager and I were in near tears when we asked where he had learned to do that. He said that he had learned it in Boy Scouts.”  Mrs. Wren and staff at West Hardin agree that Maxwell is a fantastic young man and they all are very proud of him!

· Karen Rock and Joyanna Phelps have organized a Charlie Brown Christmas event at Rineyville Elementary the last two years.  This event is for any person ages 21-and-under with special needs and their family.  These families can come from anywhere across Kentucky and is free to the families.  They can participate in games, dance, take family pictures, nail painting, crafts and also enjoy a meal.  Each child gets a gift bag and prizes.  These ladies organize the event and manage all the volunteers who come out to serve.  This is just a free, fun day for families that don’t always have an opportunity to attend and participate in other events due to their child’s disability.  Ms. Rock also organizes a monthly dance program called Sunshine Ambassadors for children with disabilities.  It takes place on the first and third Saturday of each month at Rineyville Elementary.  Each Saturday has different types of dancing.  Ms. Rock’s daughter helps with the dance instruction and Ms. Phelps also volunteers her time to work with children in the Sunshine Ambassadors program.

· Lincoln Trail Elementary School is home to some of Micah Johnson’s best handy-work.   Mr. Johnson is a frequent volunteer at the school.  He offers various types of assistance.  Some of that is bathroom repair.  When Mr. Johnson saw the faculty restroom adjacent to the school’s cafeteria was in need of repair, he took it upon himself to fix it.  He sought donations from local vendors for the materials and brought them to school along with his know-how.  The facility is now a totally different place and rivals comparable places in someone’s home.  He uses his talents in many ways to make life easier for the students and staff at Lincoln Trail Elementary School.  He and his father are both former Lincoln Trail students. Mr. Johnson also serves as the student pastor at Valley Creek Baptist Church in Elizabethtown.
