SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING
MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – June 17, 2008

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was held on Tuesday, June 17, 2008 (postponed from Thursday, June 12, 2008).  Chairman Bill Dennison called the meeting to order.  Those present were:  Pam Carter, Bill Dennison, Lauri Duesler, Shelly Hendricks, Ray Phelps, and April Pieper.  Those absent were:  James Beard, Douglas Bennett, Vennia Butts, Ellen Douglas, Chuck Goodlet, and Kim Shepherd.  There being no quorum, the meeting materials were reviewed and submitted by email to all members for a consensus vote.

ORDER # 08-119 - ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to adopt the agenda for the June regular meeting.

ORDER # 08-120 - APPROVAL OF THE MAY MEETING MINUTES – The motion was made by Lauri Duesler and seconded by Ray Phelps to approve the minutes of the May regular meeting.

ORDER # 08-121 - APPROVAL OF MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Ray Phelps and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to approve the April monthly financial reports, the Bingo report, and instructional funds report.

ORDER # 08-122 - APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATIONS – An updated version of the personnel recommendations sheet was distributed.  The motion was made by Shelly Hendricks and seconded by April Pieper to approve the revised version of the personnel recommendations for the June meeting.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – The following were recognized as visitors at the June meeting:  Tonya Vowels, science department chairperson, to speak on the textbook adoption process; and incoming SBDM member for 2008-09, Debra Berenbroick.

ORDER # 08-123 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF THE APRIL MEETING MINUTES - The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to approve the second reading of the minutes of the April regular meeting.

ORDER # 08-124 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATIONS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to approve the second reading of the May decision to approve personnel recommendations.

ORDER # 08-125 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY DECISION TO APPROVE THE 2008-09 SCHOOL BUDGET – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to approve the second reading of the May decision to approve the 2008-09 school budget, and to take $10,000 for KHVS and $7500 for ACT Prep from the per pupil allotment for 2008-09.

ORDER # 08-126 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY DECISION TO APPROVE A $5000 EXPENDITURE FOR FOOTBALL PROGRAM – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to approve the second reading of the May decision to approve a $5000 expenditure from the bingo proceeds for the football program.

ORDER # 08-127 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY DECISION TO APPROVE AN ALLOCATION FOR PROJECT GRADUATION T-SHIRTS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to approve the second reading of the May decision to allocate $2000 and up to $2200 for t-shirts for Project Graduation.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Mr. Dennison reported that the portfolio scores had improved from last year’s scores.

ORDER # 08-128 – APPROVAL OF SCIENCE TEXTBOOK ADOPTION FOR 2008-09 SCHOOL YEAR – Tonya Vowels, science department chairperson, was present at the meeting to answer any questions about the science textbook purchase plans in the amount of approximately $90, 175.73.  The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Ray Phelps to approve the science textbook adoption plan as presented.

POLICY UPDATES – Ray Phelps and April Pieper distributed a CD containing the NHHS bylaws and policies.  Each council member is asked to review the CD prior to the July council meeting.

ORDER # 08-130 – APPROVAL OF CSIP IMPACT CHECK FOR JUNE 2008 – Shelly Hendricks reported that the department chairs were asked for input on the CSIP Impact Check for June 2008.  Mr. Dennison requested that a date be added to the report, and a footnote indicating department chair feedback.  The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Pam Carter to approve the June 2008 CSIP Impact Checks.

INFORMATION ITEMS – The council members received copies of the accident log report, the nurse’s monthly report, and the Budget Committee meeting minutes.  Other noteworthy items:

· The Boys Track Team placed 2nd in the State Track and Field competition.

· Two individuals are state champions in their events:  Breion Harris is the state champion in the triple jump, and Billy Thompson is the 2008 state champion in the high jump.

· The boys two-mile relay set a school record, as did the girls one-mile relay.

· Gina Clear has been chosen as a 2008 ASNE (American Society of Newspaper Editors) Reynolds High School Journalism Institute Fellow at the University of Nevada at Reno (one of only 35 who were selected in the nation to attend).

· Michelle Russell and AVID program teachers received a commendation from the Avid Center for the first year of implementation.

NEW BUSINESS – SBDM COMMITTEE COMPOSITION – Shelly Hendricks suggested that at the next meeting the council members discuss the committee structure of the NHHS Site-Based Council with the possibility of combining a few and adding a Public Relations Committee.

PRESENTATION – Mr. Ray Phelps was awarded an acrylic paperweight plaque for his service to the NHHS SBDM council.
