REPORTS
Curriculum Committee Survey Results – Mr. Dennis went over the faculty survey with the council. There were a couple of formal activities that the faculty would like to incorporate into their schedules for the next school year. The council will discuss these activities at the July or August meeting.
First Reading of Accelerated Reader Policy – The council members read and discussed the proposed Accelerated Reader Policy. Mrs. Wood made a motion to adopt the Accelerated Reader Policy. Mrs. Atcher seconded the motion. There was no further discussion.  Motion unanimously carried. (08.63)

Student Services Survey Results –The council reviewed the final report from the Parent Survey.

The results were very encouraging.
May Budget – The council will review the May and June budget at the July SBDM Council meeting. 

Textbook Adoption – Mr. Dennis reported that our science textbook cost is approximately $17,542.79 to purchase the science books needed for the 2008-09 school year. Mrs. Atcher made a motion to approve the purchase of the textbooks. Mrs. Webb seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. Motion unanimously carried. (08.64)
Staffing – Mr. Dennis reported that we have five teacher positions that need/needed to be hired for the next school year. Mrs. Beverly Strader, our current CIA/GT Specialist, will teach 4th grade. An ad hoc committee has been formed and they have been interviewing. Mrs. Brooke Custis has been hired as a 4th grade teacher.  We still need two 3rd grade teachers, a kindergarten teacher, and a ½ time instructional assistant. Ms. Debbie Gonzales has been hired as our afternoon custodian. Mrs. Webb made a motion to approve the hiring. Mrs. Wood seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. Motion unanimously carried. (08.65)
Policy Handbook Review – The council reviewed the changes to the SBDM Policy Handbook.  The new Accelerated Reader Policy will be added, as well as our Dismissal Policy. Small changes were made to correct spelling and to take out wording that is no longer needed in the handbook.  The council also added the following to PO 35.01 – Head Lice Policy: 5. If a specific class has multiple cases of lice at one time, a letter will be sent to notify parents of that classroom only. Mrs. Atcher made a motion to approve the changes to the SBDM policy handbook. Mrs. Webb seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. (Motion unanimously carried. (08.66)

Accident Reports – The accident reports were reviewed. No action is necessary.

Committee Reports – The only Committee Reports were from the Curriculum Committee and Student Services Committee.
