Anilese assembles activity boxes for the children that are involved with Room at the Inn.  She says she does it so the children will have something to do while there.  She solicits and collects donations from parents, teachers, individuals and businesses to place items in the boxes.  Anilese also enjoys visiting with Room at the Inn clients – playing games with them and listening and talking to them about her obstacles.  She is also writing a book named “Note to Self” that pulls inspirational quotes from The Bible and builds upon them.  

· Felicia Manson is an essential part of Meadow View Elementary School.  She has worked in Alison Kimble’s classroom since 2008.  Felicia started working at Meadow View through her School to Work program in high school at John Hardin.  After Felicia graduated high school, she started volunteering in Ms. Kimble’s classroom.  Felicia has volunteered at Meadow View since she graduated, five days a week, from the time the doors open to when the children get on the school bus to go home.  She often arrives before Ms. Kimble, who gets to school very early.  Ms. Kimble says that she can count on one hand how many times Felicia has missed a day of school since volunteering.  She has taught children with special needs how to ride bikes, how to write, how to do procedures in the classroom and school and how to communicate.  In addition to her volunteering at school, she also volunteers at Meadow View’s summer program for children with special needs.  Twelve months a year, 5 days a week and 8 hours a day, Felicia is volunteering her time to help others. All the students and staff at Meadow View know Felicia and look up to her.  Meadow View is definitely a better place to work every day because Felicia is inspiring students and staff to be the best they can be. 
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
