On February 28 & March 1 – 3, 46 cast and crew members from Allegro Dance Theatre under the direction of Carol Zagar proudly presented LION KING, Jr. during 8 school day performances and one public performance before student audiences totaling 4,444 and a public audience of 650.
On March 5, 56 members of the Heartland Winds under the direction of Bruce Soderstrom presented a free concert before an audience of 200.

On March 6, the Hardin County Diversity Council held its annual festival featuring information and presentations from various Hardin County Schools and community groups.  255 student participants from 10 different schools/organizations performed on the PAC stage before audiences totaling 700.
