On April 7 - 9, the PAC presented four performances of the Spring Pro Am Classical The Elephant Man to audiences totaling 300. The cast consisted of 22 community members: 5 professionals, 17 amateurs, 17 adults, 5 students ranging in age from 8 to 60 something.
