DISCUSSION

The Hardin County Schools currently provides a group student accident insurance plan for all high school athletes grades nine through twelve and catastrophic insurance on grades six through twelve.  This basic coverage meets the guidelines set forth by the Kentucky High School Athletic Association.  This plan was purchased through Scholastic Insurance at a cost of $39,771.  The district now has the option to provide every student with an accidental student insurance policy through Roberts Insurance and Investments for a cost of $54,657.   This policy would cover all students at any school sponsored and/or school supervised activity along with catastrophic coverage for all students.  This policy covers all students with better coverage than our current plan through Scholastic Insurance.

Recommendation: 

I recommend that the Hardin County Board of Education approve a one year contract with Roberts Insurance and Investments.  This contract for $54,657.00 includes 100% usual and customary coverage with a $1,000 limit on physical therapy along with $7,500,000 in catastrophic insurance.
