PROPOSAL FOR SENIOR CLASS GRADUATION TRIP

MAY 8 – 10, 2009

The Senior class of 2009 will be given a choice of 2 graduation trips.  Funds left over from the prom account will be used to help fund this trip.

The 1st choice will be an all expense paid trip to Kentucky Kingdom.  All students will be given a ticket to the park and money for food.  Students will travel by school bus.

The 2nd choice is a 3-day, 2-night stay (May 8 - 10, 2009) in Gatlinburg, TN.  We will be working with Mr. Kirk Riley of STUDENT ADVENTURE TRAVEL, which has been in business for 24 years and is listed with the Better Business Bureau.  (www.graduationtrips.com) The cost per student will be $369 (8 monthly payments of $45 each plus balance due for final payment in April).  This trip includes 2 motor coaches/drivers and 21 quad occupancy hotel rooms at the Comfort Inn in the middle of Gatlinburg.  A staff member of the agency will stay with the group to assure smooth operation.  8 Teachers/parents will pay $199 per person and will stay in a double occupancy room.  Boys and girls will stay in separate wings.  The coaches are equipped with DVD plus multiple monitors, restroom equipped and climate controlled.  Students will also pay a $9 non-refundable booking/damage/security fee at time of final payment.  All payments are non-refundable once a deposit is made, but names may be changed for substitutions up until 4 days before trip departure.

The package includes the following:

· Round trip transportation from Elkton to Gatlinburg/Pigeon Forge, TN including transfers to/from activities

· 2 Nights at Comfort Inn including extended continental breakfast each morning

· All day pass and lunch to Dollywood Amusement Park

· Dinner at The Hard Rock Café

· Time for shopping/exploring in Pigeon Forge and Gatlinburg.

· Ski Tram with unlimited Alpine Slide including indoor ice skating and bear habitat

· Evening at Dixie Stampede with dinner or Comedy Barn with BBQ dinner (choose only 1)

· White Water Rafting and Outdoor burger bash BBQ

· Shopping at outlet mall on return trip (optional).  Return aprox. 8 p.m.

· All meals include taxes and gratuity

· All taxes and maid services

· On site tour representative

Activities may be exchanged or deleted which may affect the price.  If payments are paid on time each participant will receive a DVD set to music with photographs taken during the trip as a memory of “Graduation Trip 2009”.  Plus photographs will be available on-line for our students to print to their own printers.  If payments are more than 3 days late a $250 group fee will be applied.

OPTIONS:

· If we use our own buses the price will be $299 per person.  This is a difference of $70 per person.

· The Sr’s have a balance of $4,600 in their account.  This can help make 1 payment for each student. (Example:  December)

· Use this money to pay for seats not reserved by a student.  (We need 84 students for 2 buses)

· Students will be given opportunities to participate in fundraisers to help fund the event.
