B. Areas the Council Chose to Address:
· Differentiation of Instruction: Working with Joyce Jackson and intentional “revisiting” Thoughtful Ed protocol and procedures in the classroom.
· Continuing to utilize the opportunity for the daytime waiver for ESS funds, using instructional assistants to work with students either one on one or in small group tutorial sessions.
· Worked with the Curriculum and Writing Committee to complete a “comprehensive” writing plan that addresses all grade levels.
· Reviewed monthly budget to ensure that all allocated funds were spent on the current student body and were tied to instructional resources.
· Reviewed test scores, to include MAP data and KPREP scores.  While GCB is noted for its academic achievement in the past, data regarding student achievement indicates a need to address areas in reading and math.  Subsequently, teachers and administrative staff worked with district administrators on “walk-through” data on how to meet the needs of the students.
· The SBDM Council worked with the administrative staff on improving teacher morale and improving “student” culture within the building, seeing success in halving the amount of office referrals for student behavior from previous year.
· Continuing to work with the integration of technology into the classrooms with the purchase of two “classroom” carts for Chromebooks.
· Offering  computer programs for the students for remediation to include: Compass Learning, Dream Box, Destiny, iRead, and Scholastic Reading Counts.
C.  Success Stories
· Vex Robotics Team, led by Heather Korrell, was successful in its first year of competition, placing high in state competition for elementary schools
· The 4th and 5th grade basketball teams were runner-up and winners of the district championship, respectfully.
· The Archery Team placed in all competitions and had many qualify for “nationals”.
· Conducted a “Veteran’s Day Assembly” with high attendance and well received by our military families.
· Josh Johnson, our physical education teacher, was a finalist for the WHAS ExCel award, and was honored at a reception with the Superintendent and Board Members.
· G.C. Burkhead’s Academic Team won the overall district championship.
· Megan Compton created the school’s first Green Team. This organization monitored the school’s energy usage and educated adults/students about conservation issues throughout the year.
· Landon Wood was our school’s overall Spelling Bee winner.
· Heather Korrell implemented a brand new STEM lab as a related arts class for all students.
