SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING
MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – July 15, 2008

INTRODUCTIONS – All members of the council introduced themselves to each other.

ORDER # 09-01 - ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by Chuck Goodlet and seconded by James Beard to adopt the agenda for the July regular meeting.

ORDER # 09-02 - APPROVAL OF THE JUNE MEETING MINUTES – The motion was made by Shelly Hendricks and seconded by Kim Shepherd to approve the minutes of the June regular meeting.

ORDER # 09-03 - APPROVAL OF MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The council members all received a copy of the May monthly financial reports.  During discussion, questions were asked about several line items such as art department, mat maids, as well as Bingo proceeds. CURRICULUM UPDATE – Mr. Dennison’s curriculum report included ongoing initiatives in the building – Literacy First, AVID, and SLC-Freshman Academy.

POLICY UPDATE – Mr. Dennison discussed the purpose of the SBDM bylaws and policies with the inclusion of the state statutes.

SBDM COMMITTEE STRUCTURE/COMPOSITION – The SBDM committee structure was discussed and it was decided to leave the structure as is.
