Items Addressed by the Council as outlined in Law and Policy

The council approved the budget as submitted. 

The council approved the 2016-2017 master schedule as written. 
The council approved the following dress code amendment for the 2016-2017 school year to read as follows: 

“All shorts, skirts, and dresses must be no shorter than 3” inches above the top of the knee (index card for reference). If leggings are worn under dresses or skirts, the dress or skirt must still be no shorter than 3” inches above the knee. If yoga pants, spandex, Lycra, cotton, or any other form fitting materials are worn, the outer layer must still conform to dress code. No dresses or skirts with slits up the side, front, or back that extend more than 3” inches above the top of the knee.”

“No sagging pants: all pants, jeans, warm-up pants, sweat pants, etc., must be pulled up to the student’s waist and contain no rips, tears or holes above the knee”

“Hats, do-rags, and bandanas will not be permitted in the school building.” 

The council approved the following attendance amendments.

“Students who owe attendance hours at the end of a trimester have until the end of the following trimester to make up the owed time. Students who owe attendance hours for the third trimester make up time owed in summer school immediately following third semester. Students who do not make up the owed attendance time will not receive credit for classes during the trimester form which attendance time is owed.”


“Students attending the John Hardin High School prom must have all owed attendance hours for the current school year made up by end of the day on the Friday before prom. John Hardin students who owe attendance hours will not be allowed to attend the John Hardin High School prom.” 
The council approved the room usage change of two science teachers. 

The council reviewed and approved the school safety report as written. 

The council approved the Textbook Purchasing Plan as submitted. 
The council approved the following committees: Climate/Culture/School Spirit, CSIP, Governor’s Scholar, PBIS, Power Hour, Professional Development, Program Review, Project Graduation, and Safety

The council reviewed and approved the Needs list with the additions of $3000 for Project Lead the Way, a score board for the large gym, and new sound systems for both gyms and the football stadium. 
The council approved the proposed changes to class offerings for the 2017-2018 school year with the addition of Forensic Math as a math credit and the deletion of Honors US History. 
The council approved the Comprehensive School Improvement Plan (CSIP) as written. 
The council approved the revised 2016-2017 PPA budget as submitted.
The council reviewed the staffing allocation submitted by the board.  Projected enrollment for next school year has been set at 949. Our staffing allocation will remain the same for 2017-2018 school year with the exception of an additional special education teacher. 
The council reviewed and accepted the Program Review report. 

The council approved the professional development plan for the school year of 2017-2018.
The council approved the 2017-18 School Compact and Parent Involvement Policy as submitted.
