I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:16 p.m.  Members in attendance were Melissa Butler, Rhonda Wilson, Corey Yates, Tanya Major, Susan Gattis, and Amy Inman.    BJ Henry, Assistant Principal, and Andy Games, Jessica Jones, and Sheldon Lackey, new SBDM Council members for the upcoming new term, were also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 16-59 – Rhonda Wilson made a motion for the agenda to be adopted.  Amy Inman seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the May 3, 2017 Regular Session minutes. ORDER 16-60 – Corey Yates made a motion to accept the May 3, 2017 Regular Session minutes.  Amy Inman seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the May financial report and activity budget dated May 1-31, 2017, submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 16-691 – Melissa Butler made a motion to accept the May financial report and activity budget.  Susan Gattis seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  
A. Ramsey Deaton one of eight finalists for the WLKY/Penn Station Athlete of the Year Award:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that Ramsey was selected as Athlete of the Month for March and was a finalist for the Athlete of the Year award.  Ramsey was a member of our volleyball team. 
B. State Champions in Track:   Mr. Smallwood announced that the following students won the State Championship in Track in the following events:

1.  Leia Gregory:  High Jump

2.  Sarah Been, Savannah Kingery, Isabella Galvez, and Amirr Evans: 4 x 800 Relay.  
III. OLD BUSINESS:  
A. SBDM Policy 10.03 – Final Reading for Adoption:  The Council performed a final reading of Policy 10.03 – Dual Credit Courses (online or off-site).  ORDER 16-62 – Susan Gattis made a motion to approve the final reading Policy 10.03.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously and this policy was adopted.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 

A. Recognition of Outgoing SBDM Council members and Welcome of new Council Members:   Mr. Smallwood thanked Ms. Major, Mrs. Gattis, and Mrs. Mack (who was not in attendance) for their service to the Council and wished each member well.   He then introduced Ms. Jessica Jones, teacher member, and Andy Games and Sheldon Lackey, parent members to the Council.  
B. Revised College and Career Readiness Date for the Class of 2017: Mr. Smallwood reviewed this information with the Council.   The class of 2017 had a College and/or Career Readiness rate of 81%.  The college ready rate was 72% and the career ready rate was 48%.  There were 57 seniors that were college and career ready upon graduation.  Mr. Smallwood also shared data for the class of 2018.  
C. Retention Data for 2016-2017: Mr. Smallwood discussed this information with the Council.  There were 16 students retained at the end of this school year: 4 freshmen, 5 sophomores, 6 juniors, and 1 senior.  Several of these students will attend summer school and will be in credit retrieval classes for the 2017-2018 school year. He also shared the credit retrieval statistics for the 2017-2018 school year.  There were 68 students enrolled in credit retrieval and these students earned a total of 133.5 credits.
D. Next Generation Science Standards and Science PD on June 1 and 2: Mr. Smallwood reviewed this information with the Council and each member received a handout in their packet detailing these new standards.  
E. Handbook/Student Agenda Update to include Dress Code Policy Update, Tardy Policy Update, and Reunification Process:  This information was reviewed and discussed at length by the Council.  Several changes were made.  
F. Coaches Handbook:  Mr. Smallwood included sent the handbook to the Council members via email for them to review.  
G. EIS Open Houses:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that Open House for all schools in the district will be held on August 7th with the elementary schools meeting from 5:00 to 6:30 p.m. and T.K. Stone and EHS meeting from 5:30 to 7:00 p.m.
