REQUEST

This is to request permission for the Hardin County schools to apply for the Community Economic Growth Grant.

DISCUSSION

The Governor’s Office for Local Development, Kentucky Community Development Office (KCDO) is announcing the availability of the Community Economic Growth Grant Program.  Established by HB 267 (2005) and funded from the sale of bonds, this program will provide grant assistance to eligible applicants for projects that will enhance the community and economic viability of their communities.  Grant funds will be used for capital projects that enhance community and economic development within communities and the region and contribute to growth throughout the Commonwealth.  Pre-Applications will be reviewed and the deadline for submitting these is September 20, 2005.  

The Pre-Application must include a detailed project description, statement of public benefit resulting from the project, design plans and specifications, itemized cost estimate/budget, verification of other funds and in kind match, a resolution, and any additional information that may be requested.  Pre-Applications may be obtained from the Coordinator of Grants at the Hardin County Board of Education.

The Coordinator of Grant Applications and Reporting recommends that the Hardin County schools be allowed to apply for the Community Economic Growth Grant.
