	Facts:
	In accordance with policy 09.36, your approval is requested for approximately 97 Lakewood School fifth grade students, teachers, sponsors and chaperones to take a school related trip to Huntsville, Alabama and The US Space and Rocket Center.  This trip is tentatively scheduled for March 19th and 20th.  The fifth grade teachers will be planning this trip.  Departure is to be via motor coach bus at 6:30 am on Thursday morning.  Return is to be at 11:30 P.M. on Friday.  For many students, this trip will be a series of firsts:  the first time to travel out of state, the first time to stay in a hotel, the first time to budget money, the first time to visit Constitution Village, the first time to see a rocket and space shuttle up close.  This is an excellent educational trip that our fifth grade students annually look forward to taking.
